Your Ohlins shock absorber type 46 PRXLS fea-
tures the followinging adjusters:

Compression damping

Adjustments are made on top of the reservoir.
Low speed adjustments: Slotted centre screw.
High speed adjustments: Hexagon screw.

Rebound damping
Adjuster wheel on the piston shaft above the
end bracket.

Spring preload

Adjustments are made by turning the knob on
the hydraulic adjuster. Clockwise for harder ad-
justment, counter clockwise too release the
preload.

Lenght adjustment
Adjustment is made by turning the end eye.

NOTE!

When delivered the Ohlins shock absorber is
dialed to recommended settings for the specific
brand and make of the motorcycle. If you have
changed the setting check like this:

The adjusters have a normal right hand tread.

Mounting Instructions
1

Put the motorcycle on a stand so the rear wheel
is clear of the ground. Make sure it’s steadily fixed
so it will not fall over.

A WARNING!

1. It's advisable to have an Ohlins dealer or other
qualified person to fit your shock absorber.

2. Instructions in the vehicle service manual are
to be followed when changing the shock ab-
sorber.

3. When working on a lifted vehicle it must be
securely supported to prevent it from falling.

Remove the wheel cover behind the shock ab-
sorber.

Loosen first the lower shock absorber attachment
then the upper shock absorber attachment.

Remove the shock absorber rearwards and out
on either side of the motorcycle.

6

Mount the Ohlins shock absorber in reverse or-
der.

7

Attach the upper bracket of the shock absorber.
8

Mount the lower bracket.

9

Fit the link arms back to the triangle link.

NOTE!

Make sure that all bolts are tightened to the cor-
rect torque and that nothing fouls or restricts move-
ment of the shock absorber when the suspension
is being fully compressed or extended. Check with
the Workshop manual for the motorcycle.

10

Mount the Ohlins hydraulic preload adjuster to
the inside of the silencer bracket.

11

Let the hose go in soft turns to the spring preloder.
Fix the hose with the tia raps.

Put the wheel cover back in position.

Continue your work according to the Owners
manual, section adjustments.
